The St. Francis Xavier Website has a fresh new look along with added features. Use 
the guide to learn where to find the most frequented posts as well as what new items 
are available. 

The Home Page contains menu items at the top of the page that remain available as 
you scroll down through the site. Most of these items are unchanged, but there are 
some slight improvements that will be highlighted later in this guide. 

 

 

 



The slideshow that runs across the first section of the site is controlled by the five 
dots at the bottom of the picture. The pictures will slide automatically but clicking on 
the dots will jump you to the next one in line. There may be links embedded in the 
picture, so take some time to view them all.

The four links that run underneath the slideshow allow you to jump to some of the 
most frequently visited pages. These may change periodically during the liturgical 
year but will most likely always oƯer links to bulletins and homilies. 

  



As you scroll down, the next section of the website provides Mass, Adoration and 
Reconciliation Times, along with helpful links such as the current Lenten Schedule. 

 

 
 

The next section of the new website highlights three upcoming events or recent parish 
news items.  

 

You can access the full listing of events and new items by clicking the 
Announcements link at the top of the home page at any time. 



Scrolling further down takes you to the SFX Calendar. You can scroll left and right to 
view individual days or click on the link to view the full calendar (no change to the full 
calendar view). 
 

 
 

The next section of the website is a new addition – Expanding Your Faith. This section 
has 3 categories to dive deeper into your faith experience. 

 



 

The first of the 3 sections is Scriptures and Homilies. Clicking on Read More will take you to a page 
with links to the upcoming weekend’s scripture reading and the most recent of Fr. JeƯ’s homilies. 

The second one is Youth Faith Formation.  From that page you will find links to Children’s Faith 
Formation, Children’s Church, Vacation Bible School, and High School Youth Group. Some of these 
pages are still in development with will continue to contain more content as it becomes available. 

The third section, Adult Faith Formation, contains links to OCIA, Bible Study, Women’s Club, and 
Joy Club.  Additional links will be added as more adult focused ministries build their digital 
footprints. 

 

The last section of the new website is also a new one – Parishioners’ Journeys of Faith. From this 
page you can access pictures from Baptisms, First Communions, Confirmations, OCIA Rites, and 
Funeral Announcements. 

 

 

Returning to the top of the Screen and Menu Items: 

 

About Us still provides links to StaƯ, Parish Council, Bulletins, and Mass Times. 

Calendar takes you to the full calendar, the same as the link in the Calendar Section. 

Announcements, as mentioned earlier, takes you to a full listing of SFX Events and News. 



Sacraments provides information on all the sacraments. In the future these sacrament pages will 
also provide links to specific SFX protocols and forms. 

Ministries opens up a page with information on all the active ministries at St. Francis Xavier with 
Ministry Chair contact information. A page connecting Liturgical Ministers to the Scheduler can also 
be found here. 

Giving has been updated to take you to the latest platform for On-Line Giving (see image at the end) 

Links  provides links to associated SFX sites and recommended Catholic Sites 

Contact Us oƯers links to commonly requested forms and rental information, along with a way to 
email your questions and concerns. 

 

A little more about Giving: 

 

The new On-Line Giving platform allows you to make on-time gifts or set up reoccurring donations. 
Unlike the prior platform, you can also donate towards special collections.  

If donating on-line, you can decide how your gifts will be allocated between the various SFX Funds
